From February to April of 2007, I worked as customer solutions lead at Itiva Digital Networks. During that period I worked on adding a statistics function to the customer interface portal. The Portal was based on the LAMP stack.  The Linux was  Centos (RHEL 3.4), Apache (2.0.52)    , community MySQL (server 5.0.27)     , and PHP 5.1.6 . I have duplicated this stack on a older ‘home’ machine the following diagram shows my home network:

I needed to install and configure MySQL 5,   Since this was not supplied, “yum upgrade” was required. Apache and PHP were similarly upgraded and configured.

To make the system work Virtual hosting was used, virtual web servers at cp.itiva.nxt  and video.itiva.nxt were set up in the apache configuration files, and similar changes made to the local client’s host table.
The following are views from the working server:
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After login, the initial customer splash screen is presented.  Starting on April 1st, I was asked to add a statistics function to the existing portal. One week was spent designing and documenting the proposed requirement.  Coding began a week later. While substantial progress was made, the project was terminated on April 13th.
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This prototype begins to access existing portal data and present it in a form suitable for statistical analysis. Ultimately the goals were to present graphical representations of the data, plus collate statistics from multiple NOCs. Since the schema of the NOC database was never made available, further progress was impossible. A location map feature and graphics library were added to the available tool sets, but never integrated.
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Since the time range for the statistics was important, the JavaScript library jscalander was incorporated into the page.
